II. Reports

Vince:  Nor Cal athletes are looking very good.  Nor Cal has 5 kids on the JR National Team, all from different gyms. Lets keep working together.

Dan:  Reviewed the Wesley Nygren award. Please review the criteria and work with any of your athletes who could be eligible to properly fill out the applications.

Michelle:  None at this time

Eric:  Is now responsible for developing participation in the Future Stars Program.  NCBGA would like to see as many clubs supporting this very worthwhile program.

Steve:  Reviewed the report from last year and explained the proposed budget for next season.  There will be an additional expense of $2.00 per athlete that will need to be paid to the Region that was not included in his report.  

III. Calendar

The current calendar was presented. Bids for the 2007 State meet must be turned in by October 1 of this year.  Bids for 2008 and future State meets must be turned into the State Chair no later that the State Meet the prior year.

IV. Region 1 Championships

The new age groups for Level 8 have been added to the Schedule.  It is the recommendation of Nor Cal to wait until the actual numbers come in to finalize the session assignments between the Level 7 and 8 sessions.  Regardless, the competition day will remain the same.

V. Level 4 Uniform Policy

USAG has mandated the Level 4 dress code to T-shirt and Shorts. (no step-in or pants allowed)  There is a 0.3 deduction if the uniform code is violated. After further review and clarification by Dennis McIntyre, USAG meant this rule as a uniform minimum and not the maximum as interpreted in other states.  So there is no penalty for wearing the FIG standard uniform OR simply shorts, T-shirt and foot coverings.
VI. Level 4 Awards Policy

NCBGA voted in the achievement awards policy several years ago.  All meets in Nor Cal will need to follow those guidelines posted on the NCBGA website. Judges will not be assigned to meets that do not follow these policies. 

VII. New Business

1. USAG has mandated that any athlete who wishes to qualify to participate in the Qualifier to USA Championships must have participated in 2 FIG competitions.

2. MOTION- Michelle Telega motions to increase the athlete membership fee to $10, due to the $2.00 per athlete that is now going to the Region and to also help to cover the increase of costs of awards and apparel (all star uniforms).  This item will be voted upon during the Spring meeting and will be effective for the 2007-2008 season..
